SEASONAL SAFETY TIPS

The holiday season is traditionally a festive and busy
time, filled with social events, family gatherings, shopping
and travel. Unfortunately, this is also peak season for
criminals. Here are some tips to avoid being a victim.

Keep your purchases in your trunk - as well as anything else of
value, like an iPod, GPS navigation system, laptop, CDs, loose
change, etc...

Be aware of your surroundings in store parking lots — don’t park in
corners or near walls where you could be cornered, or in areas of
concealment such as bushes or dumpsters. Also, avoid parking
next to large vehicles such as vans or delivery trucks. Park near
the front door, a guard shack or in an area with surveillance
cameras.

If you're leaving town for the holidays, make sure your home
appears occupied by using timer lights and having neighbors take
care of your mail and newspapers.

Make sure your doors and windows are locked at home, and close
your drapes so burglars can't see any qifts and new purchases
inside. Break down and place into trash bags any large boxes that
may give potential criminals an idea of high-end, expensive gifts
received.

Keep your purse and checkbook close when you're shopping or
carry credit cards and other essential items in your front pockets.
When in line to pay do not hold your credit or debit card in your
hand in a manner so that it can be photographed with a cell phone
camera.

Be careful when using an ATM and try to withdraw money during
the day whenever possible.
